Nunavut's first day also serves as a 

benchmark for NTI, the organization 

charged with overseeing the imple­

mentation of the Nunavut Land Claim 

Agreement (NLCA). April 1st will be 

a point from which to measure the 

organization's progress as it seeks to 

ensure that Inuit interests and rights 

are promoted and protected, within the 

new territory and beyond. 

Under the direction of President Paul 

Quassa and Chief Administrative Officer 

Joe Adla Kunuk, the organization is 

addressing the need to provide Inuit 

with tangible, concrete benefits under 

the NLCA. This report describes many 

such initiatives. Programs to support 

harvesting families have been signifi­

cantly enhanced and expanded. Benefits 

are flowing to elders, to students and 

youth, to Inuit businesses and entre­

preneurs, and to an ever- widening 

range of individuals and organizations 

across Nunavut.

But the NLCA is about more than benefits 

to individuals. It establishes the right 

of Inuit to be active players in the 

management of our land, our water, 

and our wildlife - the things that have 

defined us as a people. The Claim was 

negotiated in order to define and assert 

those rights: and it has proven itself to 

be a strong tool for their protection. 

With the authority of the Claim, NTI and 

the network of implementation organi­

zations have fought this year to protect 

the Inuit right to harvest a fair amount 

of turbot from the Davis Strait, to hunt 

a polar bear by traditional means, and 

to own harvesters tools without the 

unfair restrictions imposed by the 

Firearms Act.

additional loan and investment support 

for Inuit businesses. We have worked 

hard in this area, and you will read in 

this report of the progress we have made. 

Of course, economic development is not 

our sole concern. We are also responsible 

for the social well being of all Inuit in 

Nunavut. In my next three years as 

President of NTI, I hope that we will be 

as successful in addressing our social 

needs as we have been in strengthening 

the economy for Inuit. It is the Inuit 

who believed in the Final Agreement: 

it is our responsibility to provide Inuit 

with the full range of benefits they are 

entitled to. 

The following account gives an overview 

of the many activities NTI has under­

taken over the past year, and sets out 

some of our principal achievements. 

In February of this year, NTI's Board of 

Directors committed $120,000 to assist 

former residential school survivors and 

established a working group named Qauma 

to assist survivors in their healing process. 

NTI has also visited Nunavut communi­

ties with other agencies to determine 

needs and issues in the areas of home 

and community care. 

NTI is involved in the Inuit Qaujimalja­

tuqangit Mediation Services in Nunavut.

In recognition of the critical importance 

of education, NTI is participating in 

revising the Nunavut Education Act. 

I believe that NTI, as an Inuit organi­

zation , must continue to promote the 

Inuit language and culture. To this end, 

NTI will hire a cultural and youth advisor

I am particularly pleased at the expanded 

range of benefits NTI has been able to 

offer Inuit this year. The Harvesters 

Support Program has been enhanced to 

provide more support to Inuit families. 

The Elders' Benefit Plan is currently 

under review, and we hope one outcome 

will be increased benefits and improved 

service. I am also pleased to report that 

NTI has established a new program to 

provide assistance to elders who wish to 

visit the communities of their birth, and 

to see relatives they have not seen for a 

long time. Such initiatives represent 

concrete benefits to Inuit and, I believe, 

make a positive impact on their lives. 

I am committed to ongoing review of 

our programs and services in order to 

provide the greatest possible level of 

benefit to Inuit. 

On the legal front, NTI continues 

working to protect the rights of Inuit 

under the NLCA. In June, NTI challenged 

the federal government's Firearms Act . 

We believe the gun law is a violation of 

Inuit rights under Article 5 of the NLCA, 

which provides Inuit with the right to 

harvest without any form of license, 

permit, tax or fee. 

In March, NTI initiated a judicial review 

of a decision by the Government of 

Nunavut not to allow a hunter to hunt

We know 

the NLCA protects our rights to hunt 

traditionally, and that these rights 

should override any federal or territorial 

legislation. We intend to pursue this 

issue vigorously . 

NTI has also continued a court challenge 

to have our turbot quotas in Davis Strait 

increased by the Federal Government. 

This action has taken place against the 

background of an early decision that 

found in favour of increasing the Inuit 

turbot quota in 1997. 

One of NTI's major priorities is the need 

to conclude negotiations on imple­

mentation legislation empowering the 

remaining Institutions of Public Govern­

ment (IPGs) as quickly as possible. IPGs 

include the Nunavut Planning Commission, 

the Nunavut Impact Review Board, the 

Nunavut Water Board and the Surface 

Rights Tribunal. 

A primary responsibility of NTI is to 

ensure that all signatories to the NLCA 

live up to the spirit and intent of the 

NLCA. The federal government has not 

met several of its legal obligations; NTI 

must continue to be vigilant and ensure 

the implementation of the NLCA is con­

ducted properly, and that Inuit rights 

and interests are fully protected.

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primary instrument of wildlife manage­

ment in the Nunavut Settlement Area. 

An important priority for both NWMB 

and NTI has been the issue of turbot 

quotas in the Davis Strait. A court ruling 

found that the Department of Fisheries 

and Oceans (DFO) had not given ade­

quate attention to the needs of Nunavut 

Inuit when establishing turbot quotas, 

as stipulated within the NLCA. Through 

the hard work of the NWMB and NTI, I 

am optimistic that Inuit will be able to 

increase the amount of turbot they can 

catch. This case offers a clear example 

of how the NLCA can act as a powerful 

instrument for protecting and promoting 

Inuit rights. 

The Wildlife Department has had an 

extremely busy year, supporting the NTI 

Executive in its liaison with the NWMB 

and assisting the RWOs in fulfilling their 

responsibilities under the Claim. 

The Department is working with a number 

of other organizations on the develop­

ment of a new Wildlife Act for Nunavut, 

and providing input to DFO on NTI's 

behalf in order to bring relevant legis­

lation into conformity with the NLCA. 

In addition to its work in Nunavut, the 

Department plays an important role 

nationally and internationally.

Nationally, the Department continues to 

work with the Inuit Tapirisat of Canada 

(ITC) on issues ranging from the Marine 

Mammal Protection Act to the Species at 

Risk Act (SARA). Initial discussions have 

been held to initiate the development of 

process for regular consultation between 

ITC and the Inuit regions on issues 

related to wildlife and the environment. 

At the international Level, the Department 

has attended a number of meetings 

to ensure NTI is kept up to date on 

developments that may impact on the 

Inuit of Nunavut. These included the 

Ninth Meeting of the North Atlantic 

Marine Mammal Commission held in 

Akureyri, Iceland; the Polar Bear Technical 

Committee meetings held in February 

2000 to discuss polar bear issues and 

research; and a workshop on the Bowhead 

"Draft Conservation Strategy" organized 

by the World Wildlife Fund. 

Our elders are a focal point of our culture, 

and continue to Lend a guiding hand 

to many of the activities the Inuit of 

Nunavut undertake.

An addi­

tional $5000 was provided to each HTO 

to assist them in covering their basic 

operating costs. Further funding was

The Enrolment Department has been 

transferred to my portfolio.

There are now over 

22,800 enrolled beneficiaries and the 

number is steadily increasing. During 

the past year, we were successful in 

obtaining funding from the Implemen­

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Department. Enrolment staff will continue 

to ensure that the database is kept 

current and that births, deaths, and 

arrivals of new beneficiaries in Nunavut 

are registered. A key priority for the 

Department will be to identify the uses 

of the new beneficiary card. For example, 

the card could be used to assist in 

keeping accurate records of the births 

and deaths of beneficiaries, eligible 

voters during elections, NITC scholarship 

recipients, and enhance the administra­

tion and delivery of the Elders' Benefit 

Program. By feeding such information 

into a central network with specialized 

software, important data will be much 

easier to access. For example, HTOs 

could access the network for information 

on an applicant applying for assistance 

from the Nunavut Harvesters Support 

Program. They could quickly see the 

details of previous applications and what 

equipment had been provided. In addition, 

we will be looking at ways to link up 

with the Government of Nunavut in 

areas such as hunting licenses, gun 

registration and non-insured health 

benefits. I feel that there is a huge 

potential for multiple uses of the card. 

Therefore, we, need to be explore, 

prioritize and devote more resources to 

ensuring the needs of the beneficiaries 

continue to be met.

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The Finance Committee met throughout 

the year to undertake various tasks 

associated with NTI's operations. One 

priority has been the need to develop 

new, more accurate projections of the 

interest revenues generated by the 

Nunavut Trust. In 1994, NTI prepared 

initial 15-year projections on the annual 

operational contributions required by 

Designated Inuit Organizations, and the 

amount of interest the Nunavut Trust 

was expected to earn. This was done 

to ensure that we meet our target of 

preserving a balance $1.173 billion in 

capital by 2007 as approved at the 1994 

Annual General Meeting held in Pond 

Inlet. However, both the level of 

expenditures and the interest earned 

to date differ radically from the 1994 

estimates. A strategic financial planning 

session was held to bring together all 

stakeholders to discuss this important 

issue and to revise the original 15-year 

plan. It is of the utmost importance for 

Inuit to consider what our priorities are 

and what our funding resources will be in 

order for us to be able to plan for new 

programs and to continue to provide 

additional benefits to Inuit. Delegates to 

NTI's 2000 AGM will have the opportunity 

to address these issues in more detail.

I would like to 

thank those who provided support for 

this initiative, and those who toiled so 

hard to make it work. 

My portfolio also includes the Business 

Development Department. Following 

the departure of the former Director of 

Business Development, we were able 

to obtain the volunteer services of 

Canadian Executive Services Overseas, 

to help out with our two trainees, Laura 

Kowmuk and Robert Tookoome, thanks 

to the efforts of one of our former 

Executive Directors, Terry Forth.

President Quassa and I are eo-chairpersons 

of the Nunavut Investment Review Com­

mittee, (NIRC). Nunasi Corporation and 

the Regional Development Corporations 

are also represented on the Committee. 

The Committee met Last March to review 

NIRC's activities, and to discuss an NTI 

Board resolution calling for a review of 

NIRC. The intent of the review is to 

analyze the use and benefit to Inuit of 

the $15 million in funding that NTI has 

injected since 1993 to Inuit small 

businesses and individual entrepreneurs. 

This funding is distributed on a per 

capita basis and is administered and 

delivered by the Regional Inuit Associa­

tions and their business development 

arms. The results of this review will 

ensure that investments made by NIRC 

continue to keep all Stakeholder Orga­

nizations to be fiscally and politically 

accountable and meet the needs of the 

Inuit of Nunavut. 

A key responsibility under my portfolio 

is Article 23 of the NLCA, which sets 

goals for Inuit employment and training 

within governments. The five-year review 

conducted Last year by Avery and Cooper 

concluded that there were significant 

shortfalls on the part of all three NLCA

This renewed emphasis on implementa­

tion activity grew out of NTI's own 

review of Land Claims implementation, 

published in a report entitled "Taking 

Stock" in December 1999, as well as the 

independent Five-Year review undertaken 

by the consulting firm of Avery Cooper 

on behalf of the Nunavut Implementa­

tion Panel and released in March, 2000. 

Both "Taking Stock" and the Avery Cooper 

report identified a number of shortfalls 

as well as successes in the implementa­

tion process, and both made it clear that 

greater effort was required from all parties 

to successfully implement the Claim. 

NTI responded to this challenge by 

reorganizing and strengthening its 

Implementation Department, and by 

committing significant new financial 

resources to the Implementation Fund. 

Acting on the recommendation of the 

Implementation Advisory Committee, the 

NTI Board has decided to hire Coordi­

nators to work in each of the Regional 

Inuit Associations on behalf of NTI. 

These changes will ensure that NTI 

continues to play a strong Leadership 

role in helping all DIOs to realize the 

benefits of the N LCA.

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The NTI Multi-Organization Workshop 

held in Rankin Inlet in September of 

1999 was a watershed event celebrating 

the successes achieved to date and laying 

the groundwork for the future. Over 100 

representatives of various Inuit organiza­

tions and Institutions of Public Govern­

ment across Nunavut attended this event. 

Members attending the NTI Annual General 

Meeting in October, 1999 voted to estab­

lish an Inuit Investment and Loan Fund. 

The Fund, which will be managed by an 

arms-length corporation, will be initially 

capitalized with $20 million provided 

by income from the Nunavut Trust. By 

making loans to and investing in major 

business undertakings in Nunavut, the 

Fund will enable Inuit to participate 

more directly in the growth of the 

economy, and to realize the benefits 

of increased training, employment and 

business ownership opportunities . 

The Clyde River Protocol, signed by 

the NTI President and Government of 

Nunavut Premier, describes how the 

Government and NTI will work together 

effectively on matters of mutual interest. 

The first initiative undertaken within 

the framework of the Protocol was the 

establishment of a joint Working Group 

on the implementation of Article 24 of 

the NLCA (Government Contracting) and 

other business incentive initiatives. The

In this first year of operations of the 

new Government of Nunavut (GN), the 

Department of Legal Services worked 

to build close working relationships 

between the GN and NTI. The Depart­

ment assisted in the development of 

the Clyde River Protocol, which defines 

the way that the GN and NTI will work 

together. It participated in the GN/NTI 

Contracting Working Group, the first 

working group established under the 

Protocol, which prepared GN's Nuna­

vummi Nangminiqaqtunik Ikajuuti (NNI 

Policy) governing implementation of 

Article 24. The Department is also par­

ticipating in the GN-NTI Wildlife Act 

Working Group mandated to implement 

the amendment of the territorial Wildlife 

Act to comply with the NLCA. 

In other activities intended to bring 

Government legislation into conformity 

with the NLCA, the Department partici­

pated in the review of the Bankes study, 

commissioned under Article 9 of the NLCA 

to identify what changes to Conservation 

Area legislation are required. The Depart­

ment is also a member of the working 

group developing amendments to federal 

fisheries and marine mammal regulations.

to pursue the goal of conformity and 

consistency in wording and spirit of the 

draft Nunavut Surface Rights Tribunal 

and Nunavut Water Board Act with the 

NLCA, and is hopeful of reaching an 

agreement soon. 

The Department was closely involved in 

the preparation of Taking Stock, NTI's 

contribution to the independent Five 

Year Review of the implementation of 

the NLCA. The Department is seeking to 

ensure that the recommendations of the 

Five-Year Review are implemented, and 

is preparing for implementation funding 

negotiations with the federal govern­

ment for the period beginning in 2003. 

NTI's litigation with the Minister of 

Fisheries and Oceans continued, follow­

ing a successful court challenge by NTI 

of the Minister's 1997 turbot allocations 

in the Federal Court, Trial Division, and 

on appeal before the Federal Court of 

Appeals. On September 30, 1999, the 

Federal Court, Trial Division, dismissed 

NTI's challenge to the Minister's turbot 

allocations for the period 1998-2002. The 

Court held, among other things, that the 

Minister properly applied the principles of 

"adjacency" and "economic dependence", 

and that "special consideration" was 

given to those principles in setting the 

5-year turbot quotas.

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IMPLEMENTATION 

The Implementation Department is 

responsible for directing and coordi­

nating activities related to NTI's obliga­

tions as a signatory to the NLCA. The 

Department works closely with the 

Federal Government and Government of 

Nunavut (GN), and with many Inuit 

organizations. It also supports other NTI 

departments in their implementation 

and management of NLCA obligations. 

The creation of Nunavut on April 1, 

1999 represented the culmination of 

years of work to implement Article 4 of 

the NLCA dealing with political devel­

opment. This achievement, however, 

brought into clearer relief the extent 

to which other important Land Claim 

obligations had not yet been met. Many 

Inuit wondered why rights owed to them 

under the Agreement, for which they had 

in good faith exchanged their Aboriginal 

Title, were still not being provided. 

Because of that concern , NTI has, in the 

past year, placed a heightened emphasis 

on implementation of remaining Claim 

obligations, both its own and those of 

the other parties. 

In the spring of 2000, Avery Cooper, an 

independent consulting firm, released 

the Five-Year Review of the NLCA required 

under Article 37. The A very Cooper review

To contribute an Inuit perspective to 

this Review, as well as to provide a 

"report card" on implementation for the 

Inuit of Nunavut, the Implementation 

Department coordinated the preparation 

of NTI's own report, entitled Taking Stock: 

A Review of the First Five Years of Imple­

menting the Nunavut Land Claims Agree­

ment. Released in late 1999, Taking

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Claim provisions, stated NTI's positions 

on these provisions, and discussed 

issues that require priority attention. 

NTI proposed that its recommendations 

be the basis of a joint action plan for 

getting implementation back on track. 

A major focus of the Department's work 

was provision of support to NTI's repre­

sentatives on the three-party Nunavut 

Implementation Panel. In the past, NTI 

has found work on the Panel frustrating, 

given the resistance of the other parties 

to meeting their outstanding Claim 

obligations. Perhaps because the Five­

Year Review drew attention to the many 

implementation failings, cooperation on 

the Panel improved somewhat during the 

year. In the fall, the Department began 

to participate on a working group to 

provide part-time support to the Panel's 

activities in an effort to deal with a 

mounting backlog of work. 

A priority for the Department during the 

second half of the year has been the 

reform of the Implementation Panel 

itself. In "Taking Stock", NTI concluded 

that the Panel was not playing the role 

demanded of it under the Land Claim, 

and urged that it be either reformed or 

replaced. The independent Avery Cooper 

review reached a similar conclusion and 

recommended major changes to the Panel, 

notably the appointment of an indepen-

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dent Chairperson and the establishment of 

a small staff to support the Panel's work. 

In early 2000, NTI tabled a proposal to 

implement certain Avery Cooper recom­

mendations. While suggesting that the 

idea of an independent chair might be 

considered at a later date, the proposal 

argued that support staff were needed 

immediately if the Panel was to fulfill 

its role effectively. By the end of the 

year, differences among the parties over 

the idea of Panel reform and the support 

staff proposal were being narrowed, 

raising hope that an agreement would 

be reached over the summer. NTI 

continues to regard Panel reform as an 

essential step in enabling the Panel 

to function effectively as the body 

entrusted by the Land Claim to oversee 

implementation. 

NTI worked to raise awareness of 

the Five-Year Review within Nunavut 

through major presentations to its Board 

meetings, and to the 1999 Annual General 

Meeting. In March 1999, the Department 

prepared a major presentation on the 

Five-Year Review by the NTI President 

for his first meeting with the Standing 

Committee Ajauqtiit of the Nunavut 

Legislative Assembly. 

Internally, NTI recognized the need to

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The Department also led NTI's effort to 

start long-overdue negotiations on Inuit 

Impact and Benefits Agreements (IIBAs) 

for Territorial Parks and Conservation 

Areas in Nunavut, as required by Article 

8 of the NLCA. By year's end, agreement 

had been reached with the GN and 

federal government on beginning these 

negotiations over the summer. 

The past year has seen NTI refocus on 

implementation, increasing its support 

for a wide range of important Land Claim 

obligations. Over the coming year, the 

Implementation Department will sustain 

this renewed commitment, continuing 

the work already begun and launching 

initiatives in a number of additional areas.

The Business Development Department 

monitors government implementation of 

those elements of the Nunavut Land 

Claims Agreement (NLCA) dealing with 

business and economic development 

opportunities for Inuit. The Department 

also works closely with Inuit-owned 

businesses to provide jobs and income 

in the north, and administers a $1.8 

million regional economic fund. 

The year 1999 - 2000 saw a number 

of structural changes, implemented to 

improve the delivery of service from the 

Department to the Inuit of Nunavut. 

Responsibility for the Department at the 

policy level was transferred to the Vice­

President of Finance, Bernadette Tungilik. 

The Vice-President of Finance is also a 

eo-chairperson of the Nunavut Invest­

ment Review Committee, along with Paul 

Quassa, President of NTI. Brian McLeod, 

former Manager of Business Develop­

ment, moved on to become the Chief 

Operating Officer of Kakivak Association. 

Laura Kowmuk and Robert Tookoome 

progressed to the second year of a three­

year training plan. A final addition to 

the department occurred on December 9, 

1999, when Laura Kowmuk gave birth to 

a beautiful baby girl.

Life, it includes a number of provisions 

designed to promote economic and 

business development for Inuit businesses 

and entrepreneurs. The Department's 

primary responsibility arises from Article 

24 of the NLCA, which states that:

The Nunavummi Nangminiqaqtunik 

Ikajuuti (NNI) Policy was successfully 

negotiated between NTI and the Govern­

ment of Nunavut, and came into effect 

on April 1, 2000. The NNI sets out a 

framework for the implementation of 

Article 24 of the NLCA (Government 

Contracting) and other business incen­

tive initiatives. Several provisions of the 

policy provide NTI with the opportunity 

to ensure that the spirit and intent of 

Article 24 are fully realized. These pro­

visions include the establishment of an 

independent Contracting Appeals Board 

and a Review Committee, to which NTI 

will appoint a member.

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In June 1999, RT & Associates was 

contracted to assess the capital needs 

of Inuit and Inuit-owned businesses, 

and to determine the extent to which 

Inuit and Inuit-owned businesses have 

accessed business assistance programs 

and other sources of debt and equity 

financing. A second phase study was 

done to determine the viability of 

establishing an investment and loan 

fund. The study concluded that there 

was a need for a new loan and 

investment company. 

In March, NTI's Board of Directors gave 

formal approval to the establishment 

of an Inuit Investment Policy Holding 

Company mandated to establish an Inuit 

Investment Loan Fund company. On 

June 27, the Board of Directors of the 

Inuit Investment Loan Fund convened 

their first meeting and established 

Aturqtuarvik Ltd. Simon Merkosak was 

appointed as the Interim Chairperson of 

the new company: its offices will be 

located in Rankin Inlet.

Over the last year NTI's 

publications have included its Annual 

Report, Tunngavik News (a bi-monthly 

newsletter) , and an electronic newsletter 

for the Inuit of Nunavut. 

NTI's Internet Website is an attractive 

and accessible window on the organiza­

tion, providing easy access to corporate 

documentation, timely information on 

issues and events, and digital audio and 

photos of NTI activities. 

The Department manages media relations 

at the local, regional, national and inter­

national levels. The goal is to promote 

informed, positive coverage of NTI and 

Nunavut in print and broadcast media, 

both in Nunavut and elsewhere.

NTI's Lands and Resources Department 

administers Inuit-Owned Lands on 

behalf, and for the benefit, of all Inuit, 

so as to promote economic self-reliance 

and the cultural and social well being of 

Inuit. The NLCA states that the purpose 

of IOL is to provide Inuit with rights in 

Land that promotes economic self­

sufficiency of Inuit through time, in a 

manner consistent with Inuit social and 

cultural needs and aspirations. 

The Lands and Resources Department 

works closely with the land management 

staff of the Regional Inuit Associations 

(RIAs). The Department also works with 

other organizations such as the Land 

and Resource Management Institutions 

in Nunavut, the Government of Nunavut's 

Department of Sustainable Development, 

DIAND, Natural Resources Canada and the 

Canada-Nunavut Geoscience Office, to 

develop Land and Resource administration 

and management regimes. 

The Department carries out the following 

functions:

Developed community by community, 

these plans will reflect the rationale for 

Lands selection, the values that Inuit 

impart to these Lands, and guidelines for 

their future management. Information 

and knowledge gathered through the 

project will be made readily accessible 

to the Community Land and Resource 

Committees (CLARC), RIA and NTI Land 

Management Staff, NPC Land Use Planners 

and to an extent, elected decision-makers 

and other Institutions of Public Govern­

ment (e.g. NWMB, NIRB, NWB, NSRT).

Users 

will be able to access interactive maps, 

tables and reports; pointing and clicking 

on map features will call up associated 

information stored in a database. 

A prototype has been developed; in the 

next phase, IOLMIS will be activated in the 

Lands Department, then extended to the 

RIAs and other NTI offices. Data will be 

added to the project on an ongoing basis. 

It is expected that several years will be 

required to implement the full system. 

Inuit-Owned Lands Map 

The Department coordinated the devel­

opment and printing of 4000 full colour 

maps of Inuit-Owned Lands in Nunavut. 

The map is an in-house product produced 

by the GIS division, using data and infor­

mation from the Department and the 

RIA's Lands Managers.

Minerals, Oil and Gas Management 

Changes to the Rules and Procedures 

The original "Rules and Procedures for 

the Management of Inuit-Owned Lands" 

was drafted in 1993. Since then , NTI 

and the RIAs have worked together to 

strengthen and improve systems for the 

administration of the Inuit-Owned Lands 

(IOL). Several changes were designed to 

encourage mineral exploration and mining 

on subsurface IOL, and increase Inuit 

revenues; other revisions encourage 

prospecting on subsurface IOL by Inuit. 

One significant change was the replace­

ment of ground staking by a map staking 

application process. This greatly reduces 

the cost to a company or prospector in 

acquiring exploration rights, while avoiding 

unnecessary disturbance. Another change 

ensures that Inuit receive royalty payments

Administration and Promotion of 

Subsurface IOL 

New "Exploration Agreements" (EAs) 

between the Department and companies 

will replace most of the existing Con­

cession Agreements over the next few 

months. As of March 31, 2000, there 

were thirty-one active Concession Agree­

ments with ten companies, affecting 

175,021 hectares of IOL, and an addi­

tional sixteen pending EAs affecting 

approximately 90,000 hectares. 

Revenues from Concession Agreements 

in the fiscal year totalled approximately 

$294,757. The active area is up slightly 

from the previous year. 

In addition to the NTI-administered agree­

ments, approximately 5% of subsurface IOL 

is held as grand-fathered mineral claims 

and leases under the Canada Mining Regu­

lations. NTI receives the revenues from 

these DIAND-administered areas. Revenue 

received in the fiscal year from Mining 

Leases totalled $212,330. 

Several advanced exploration projects in 

Nunavut are expected to yield valuable 

royalties to Inuit if production begins.

Oil and Gas Exploration 

The federal government is opening 

Crown lands in the North Baffin Region 

for oil and gas exploration. As provided 

for under Article 27.1 of the NLCA, 

DIAND consulted with NTI on the terms 

and conditions to be attached to the 

exploration rights. DIAND is preparing 

to issue a Call for Nominations, the first 

step in issuing exploration licenses. The

Uranium Exploration 

There is substantial evidence that com­

mercial uranium deposits may exist in 

Nunavut, particularly in the area around 

Baker Lake. The development of this 

resource could bring millions of tax and 

royalty dollars to Nunavut, as well as 

much -needed training, jobs and business 

opportunities. Based on what we know 

about the industry in Saskatchewan, it 

is possible for uranium mining to be done 

in a way that respects the environment 

and the health of the workers and provide 

economic benefits to the local commu­

nities. However, we are aware that many 

Inuit, have concerns about uranium 

exploration and mining in Nunavut. The 

Department is researching the issue and 

preparing a discussion paper to help NTI 

and the RIAs to develop a clear position 

on uranium mining.

More than two hundred applications 

were processed in the 1999 fiscal year. 

NTI Lands is also participating in the 

review of two major projects; the pro­

posed Tahera Jericho Diamond Project and 

the Resolution Island Dew Line Clean-up.

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Inuit Water Rights 

The Department has assisted the Imple­

mentation Department with the develop­

ment of DIO land-related procedures, 

and will also play an active role ·in the 

implementation of Article 20 (Inuit 

Water Rights). 

Marine Management 

The Department participates annually in 

meetings of the Canadian Marine Advisory 

Council (CMAC) , a consultative body 

representing parties with interests in 

shipping, navigation and marine pollution. 

Through CMAC, the Department is 

working with the Canadian Coast Guard 

to establish more extensive facilities and 

equipment for marine spill containment 

within Nunavut. Such facilities would 

feature a deep-sea port and an airstrip 

long enough to accommodate Hercules 

and Boeing 737 aircraft; the Central 

Arctic has been identified as a priority. 

Mine Reclamation 

The Department and RIAs have estab­

The Wildlife Department of NTI was 

formally created on April 1st 1999. 

Wildlife issues were formerly handled 

by a Wildlife Manager under the Lands 

Department. The new Department, 

operating under the portfolio of the 2nd 

Vice-President, is based in Rankin Inlet. 

Director Bert Dean and advisor Glenn 

Williams are continuing to develop the 

structure, priorities and plans of the 

Department. The general objectives of 

the Department are to ensure that NTI 

carries out its implementation respon­

sibilities in this critical area, and to 

assist the RWOs and HTOs in carrying 

out their implementation responsibilities 

under the NLCA. 

In its first year of operation, the Wild­

Life Department of NTI has begun to 

address the wide and complex range of 

wildlife-related issues in the Nunavut 

Settlement Area. With additional staff 

and ongoing commitment from NTI, the 

Department expects in the year ahead 

to continue meeting both its own 

objectives and the needs of the Inuit 

of Nunavut. 

This report summarizes the highlights 

and accomplishments of the Department's 

first full year of operation.

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Nunavut Wildlife 

Management Board 

The Nunavut Wildlife Management Board 

(NWMB) is comprised of four Government 

representatives and four Inuit representa­

tives. One of the Inuit representatives is 

appointed by NTI; the other three are 

appointed by three regional DID's as per 

the NLCA. The appointing DIO are cur­

rently the Regional Inuit Associations; 

this responsibility may, in future, be 

re-assigned to the Regional Wildlife 

Organizations (KWF, KHTA and QWB). 

During the 1999-2000 fiscal year, the 

NWMB met in Cambridge Bay (May 

1999), Repulse Bay (August 1999), 

Sanikiluaq (November 1999) and Iqaluit 

(March 2000). 

Regional Wildlife Organizations 

There are Hunters & Trappers Organiza­

tions in twenty-seven Nunavut com­

munities. Their interests are represented 

by three Regional Wildlife Organizations 

(RWOs). The Qikiqtaaluk Wildlife Board

As noted in the report from the Legal 

Department, NTI is currently in Litigation 

regarding the Firearms Act, turbot quota 

allocations, and a case defending the 

right of an Inuk hunter from Coral Harbour 

to undertake a traditional polar bear 

hunt.

NTI, Makivik Corporation and the three 

RWOs met in Iqaluit to discuss reciprocal 

hunting rights and other overlap issues. 

As a result, a Letter of Understanding 

was signed between NTI and Makivik 

addressing reciprocal harvesting and other 

issues. The letter outlines agreement on 

guiding principles, commits the parties 

to work towards a reciprocal harvesting 

agreement, requests NWMB action on 

issues relating to harvesting in areas 

of equal use and occupancy, and states 

that NTI and Makivik will seek to strike 

a Polar Bear Management Working Group 

to discuss polar bear management 

agreements in the Foxe Basi n, Davis 

Strait and Hudson Strait areas. 

In October, the Ninth Meeting of the 

North Atlantic Marine Mammal Com­

mission was held in Akureyri, Iceland. 

NTI attended this meeting as an observer, 

and will monitor developments relating 

to issues that affect Inuit. 

NTI also attended the Polar Bear Technical 

Committee meetings.

Wildlife harvesting is the basis of the 

traditional Inuit economy and way of 

life, an important source of food for 

Inuit, and a vital element in the social 

and cultural fabric of Inuit communities. 

The Nunavut Harvester Support Program 

(NHSP) was established by the NTI 

Board in 1994 to provide financial 

assistance to harvesting households 

in Nunavut that cannot afford the 

equipment and supplies necessary to 

carry on a traditional lifestyle. The 

target group for the NHSP are Inuit 

harvesters in Nunavut who are enrolled 

in the Nunavut Land Claim, and who are 

"principally engaged" in harvesting. 

This year over 400 Nunavut families 

benefited from the NHSP, by far the 

largest number of people assisted since 

the Program was launched in 1995. 

This record number of recipients was 

made possible, in part, by a 5% increase 

in community budgets across Nunavut. 

Gjoa Haven and Clyde River saw an 

additional increase of $10,000 based 

upon their populations.

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More and more recipients are also con­

tributing equity towards their equip­

ment, which means that more Program 

funds are freed up to support greater 

numbers of harvesters. 

An additional1 ,700 families benefited 

from the Program by purchasing harvest­

ing equipment at subsidized prices. This 

equipment includes HF radios, Global 

Positioning Systems, floater suits and 

sewing machines. Limited numbers of 

these subsidized items are available at 

local Hunters and Trappers Organizations 

in all Nunavut communities. 

In addition to providing direct support 

for Nunavut harvesters, Program staff 

worked over the last year on a number 

of other activities to strengthen delivery 

of the NHSP. 

With the assistance of the Regional 

Wildlife Organizations (RWOs), workshops 

were delivered in Rankin Inlet and Iqaluit 

to help local managers of the Hunters 

and Trappers Organizations (HTOs) 

understand how the program is delivered. 

The workshops also provided an oppor­

tunity for the discussion of common 

issues and concerns. One such issue was 

the question of "conflict of interest". 

Although most HTOs have adopted 

conflict of interest policies, it was

An NHSP Committee has been created to 

provide a forum for the discussion of 

NHSP policies, plans and issues for staff 

and the NTI Board. Its members are the 

three RWO Executive Directors, a repre­

sentative of the Department of Sustain­

able Development, and a member from 

the Nunavut Social Development Council. 

The Committee will provide advice on 

policies and procedures and make recom ­

mendations on the program's annual 

budget to NTI. It may also act as an 

ad-hoc group to address specific 

harvesting issues as assigned by NTI. 

In March 2000, the NTI Board approved 

a resolution that added three new 

programs to the NHSP, supported by 

$300,000 of additional funding. The 

new programs are: 

1. "Special Community Projects", 

a program to help Nunavut 

communities offset the cost of 

community harvests, teach the art 

of making traditional clothing, and 

teach the use of carving tools;

Inuit society reveres Elders as a valued 

and integral part of the community. 

Respect and understanding towards the 

Eld~rs are key elements of the Inuit way. 

Out of appreciation of their contributions 

to Inuit society and to the development 

of the Nunavut Land Claim Agreement 

(NLCA), NTI felt Elders should receive 

recognition in the form of a regular 

monetary supplement. 

The Nunavut Elders' Benefit Plan was 

established in October 1994 for Elders 

55 years of age and older. Any Inuit 

born in 1948 or earlier and enrolled 

under the Claim can register with the 

plan and receive payments after they 

reach the age of 55. 

In 1999, the Plan's total payments to 

Elders averaged $149,900 per month. 

There are currently 2,036 Elders regis­

tered with the Plan , of whom 1,553 are 

currently eligible and receive payments. 

Elders who reach the age of 55 in the 

year 2000 receive $90 per month. Pay­

ments for Elders turning 55 in subsequent 

years will decline until 2003 when Elders 

turning 55 will receive $60 per month.

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ENROLMENT 

Management of beneficiary enrolment 

is one of NTI's core functions under 

the NLCA. Enrolment entitles Inuit 

of Nunavut to the wide range benefits 

afforded them under the Claim: it 

is therefore critical that the List 

of beneficiaries be kept up to date 

and accurate. 

Operating under the direction of the 

Vice President of Finance, the Enrolment 

Department has continued to work hard 

over the past year to complete and 

maintain the official List of beneficiaries 

registered under the N LCA. This requires 

constant management of the enrolment 

database to ensure that all births, deaths, 

and arrivals of new beneficiaries in Nunavut 

are recorded promptly in NTI's records. 

The current number of Inuit registered 

as beneficiaries is over 22,800, and is 

steadily increasing. 

The Department works in close coopera­

tion with a network of Community 

Enrolment Committees. These have been 

established in all Nunavut communities, 

and meet whenever required to address 

issues related to enrolment. 

Appeals Committees have been oper­

ating in both the Kitikmeot and Kivalliq 

regions for over a year.

REPORT To THE 

DIRECTORS 

We have audited the statement of 

financial position of Nunavut Tunngavik 

Incorporated as at March 31, 2000 and 

the statements of operations, changes in 

net assets and cash flows for the year 

then ended. These financial statements 

are the responsibility of the company's 

management.

Pursuant to the deed of trust, the net 

income of the Trust as defined by the 

Trust Deed is to be distributed to the 

beneficiaries. Only net income will be 

distributed to the beneficiaries in order 

to keep the capital of the Trust intact. 

In the early years, the Trust will not 

have sufficient capital to generate 

income to meet the operating expenses 

of the Company. A deficit will accu­

mulate and will be financed by capital 

loans from the Trust.

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KIA participated in an NTI tour of the 

communities Last June. The tour pro­

vided KIA's members with the opportunity 

to address questions on the NLCA to 

their Leaders. Many asked when they 

could expect to see concrete results 

from the NLCA. Beneficiaries' expec­

tations are high; such forums provide 

a chance for Leaders to explain what 

benefits Inuit can expect to realize from 

the NLCA. 

The KIA Board has been hearing from 

its beneficiaries that they would Like to 

visit their homelands. Many elders were 

forced to Leave the Lands that they grew 

up in, and this caused upheaval and 

despair. The Board decided to ensure 

that elders and youth will have the oppor­

tunity to travel to their homelands. 

Supporting Inuit elders remains a 

priority for the organization. Activities 

such as the Pijunaqsinniq culture camp 

held at Rocky Brook (Duke of York Bay) 

on the north end of Southhampton 

Island provided excellent opportunities 

for elders and youth to Learn from each 

other and to keep Inuit traditional 

knowledge and culture strong and vital. 

Elders and youth from the Kivalliq region 

attended the camp, and came away 

optimistic about the increased closeness 

and cooperation that developed between

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the two groups. The first camp was held 

in Rankin Inlet. This program is now in its 

third year and will be held in North Pole 

River (west of Repulse Bay) next year. 

Other activities involving youth and 

elders included participation by twenty 

four students in an Inuktitut language 

class that the Social Development 

Department helped organize. Another 

success was a part-time traditional Inuit 

women's skill development course, entitled 

"Reclaiming Our Sinew". Participants 

learned to prepare and make caribou 

skin clothing, sealskins, and kami ks. KIA 

hopes to expand this program and offer 

it throughout the region in the future. 

The Social Development Department has 

also been active in overseeing programs 

such as the DARE high school leadership 

program, drama workshops, and other 

initiatives intended to foster the self­

esteem of Inuit youth. 

After many years of hard work, KIA has 

entered the final stages of negotiation 

on the proposed Wager Bay National 

Park. The Government of Canada and 

KIA have both made concessions to 

reach an agreement beneficial to all 

parties. Among the highlights of the 

agreement is a federal commitment 

of up to $5 million for infrastructure 

related to park development. A final

The successful development of the Park 

will have a positive Long-term impact on 

the economy of the region. 

The KIA Board undertook a restructuring 

of Kivalliq Partners and the Sakku Board 

in order to better reflect the wishes of 

the KIA Board and to ensure a greater 

degree of accountability to Kivalliq 

beneficiaries. 

Health issues remain a top priority. KIA 

has encouraged the Nunavut Government 

to build a healing facility in Chesterfield 

Inlet for residents who need help in 

dealing with emotional and mental 

issues. The organization has also 

encouraged the Nunavut Minister of 

Health to ensure that the Chesterfield 

Inlet Hospital remains open to the 

residents of the Kivalliq and Nunavut. 

KIA participated in the ITC Health Forum 

in Ottawa to ensure that its members are 

kept informed of any changes to health 

programs, and to inform government 

policy makers of the health needs of 

the region. 

KIA has submitted a proposal for a pilot 

project concerning Non-Insured Health 

Benefits. Although there have been 

delays in the approval of this project, 

KIA is continuing to monitor this

Corporation, completed the purchase of 

Fred H. Ross and Associates and Kitikmeot 

Supplies Ltd. This acquisition included 

heavy equipment operations, fuel supply 

and distribution, building supply and con­

struction businesses. Two major contracts 

have already been won - construction of a 

First Air warehouse in Cambridge Bay, and 

an airport Lighting contract in Qikiqtaduaq. 

Along with KC's current Dew Line Cleanup 

work, the acquisition places KC in an 

excellent position to bid on a number of 

important upcoming contracts, including 

future Dew Line cleanup projects.

KEDC 

works with KIA and Kitikmeot Corpora­

tion (KC) to improve and promote the 

economic, employment, training, and 

self-reliance of Inuit. KEDC assists indi­

viduals and organizations in the Kitikmeot 

to access business assistance, training, 

childcare and daycare programs. 

Some of the highlights of KEDC's 

activities are provided below. 

Training 

KC is providing over $1.2 million this 

year to support courses such as Nunavut 

Sivuniksavut, Computer Specialists, 

Office Administration, Environmental 

Technician and Adult Basic Education. 

Training scheduled for next year includes 

workshops in Prospecting and Simply 

Accounting, and courses in Heavy 

Equipment Operation.

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Business Assistance and Support 

The Kitikmeot Business Development 

Program and the Nunavut Sivummut are 

loan and grant programs available to 

eligible Kitikmeot businesses. In 1999, a 

total of $266,000 in contributions, Loans 

and grants was approved. Businesses 

that received assistance over the past 

year included lodges, taxis, construction 

companies, business service centres, and 

interpreters. The programs offer an 

important source of assistance to enable 

Kitikmeot businesses to remain healthy 

and take advantage of opportunities 

within the region. 

KEDC continued over the past year to 

support Economic Development Officers 

working in the Kitikmeot communities. 

On behalf of the Nunavut CEDO and the 

Nunavut Economic Developers Associa­

tion (NEDA), KEDC coordinated the 

purchase of computer hardware and 

software, and the provision of computer 

skills training for economic development 

officers in 22 communities across Nunavut. 

KEDC staff developed a proposal that 

secured approximately $200,000 from the 

Department of Indian Affairs and Northern 

Development and Aboriginal Business 

Canada (ABC) to purchase computer 

equipment, software, and training.

Childcare 

With potentially twenty or more daycare/ 

childcare centres across Nunavut, there 

is a need for standardized funding and 

operating criteria. 

KEDC is working with the three Nunavut 

regions to develop standardized criteria 

for childcare funding. The regional 

organizations met in Winnipeg earlier 

this year to discuss areas of common 

concern, exchange best practices, and 

share ideas and information on how to 

provide more effective programming in 

the future. As a result of this meeting, 

childcare consultants were hired to work 

with the regions. Completion of this 

initiative is expected this fall. 

KEDC is also assisting the three oper­

ating daycare centres in the Kitikmeot, 

and supporting the construction of two 

additional centres.

KEDC provides over $20,000 annually in 

financial assistance to help Kitikmeot 

schools to participate in community and 

regional Science Fairs. In 2000, an 

additional $10,000 was committed to 

the Walker Bay Science Camp. Such 

activities have proven to be very 

successful at promoting an interest in 

science among students.

We have also undertaken a number of 

initiatives in the areas of education, 

health, housing and relocation issues 

on behalf of the Inuit of the Qikiqtani 

region. Some of this work has been 

already begun to pay dividends, as the 

Government of Nunavut has announced 

that it will be creating an Education 

Working Group to review the proposed 

Education Act. We must remain vigilant 

to ensure key services and programs are 

protected and enhanced in the region. 

Coordinated by the Inuit Tapirisat of 

Canada, Inuit are attempting to reaffirm 

their partnership with the Government 

of Canada and establish a comprehensive 

Inuit Action Plan. Efforts to date have 

not been well received by Government of 

Canada bureaucrats, despite a commit­

ment by the Minister of Indian and 

Northern Affairs Canada to conclude an 

Inuit Action Plan. I hope that our con­

tinued effort in this area will eventually 

improve the relationship between the 

federal government and Inuit. 

I would like to offer my thanks and 

gratitude to NTI for providing me with

Qikiqtaaluk Corporation (QC) was estab­

lished in 1983 to manage economic 

development on behalf of the Qikiqtani 

Inuit Association. QC is active in com­

mercial fisheries, real estate develop­

ment and property management, fuel 

distribution, heavy equipment support, 

helicopter services, marine infrastructure, 

environmental remediation, mineral 

exploration and expediting. 

Last year the Corporation earned total 

revenues of $24,830,546, and showed a 

net income of $1,328,118, with revenue 

remaining relatively steady throughout 

the year. Dividends from the Nunavut 

Investment Group and increased fishing 

royalties boosted the overall profitability 

of the Corporation. 

Over the next five years, the Directors of 

the QC plan to emphasize the following 

sectors (in decreasing order of priority): 

fishing, environmental services, con­

struction, fuel delivery, tourism and 

transportation. 

Major Projects 

The Corporation erected 20 units of staff 

housing over the past year. The units

HUMAN RESOURCES 

The Human Resources Department of NTI 

is responsible for all functions related 

to the management of personnel within 

the organization. These responsibilities 

include staffing and recruiting, training 

and development, administration of 

compensation and benefits for NTI 

employees, tracking and updating Leave 

and attendance, and providing human 

resources management support to NTI 

departments and their employees. 

Since its incorporation eight years ago, 

NTI has undergone significant internal 

structural changes as it evolves from a 

negotiating organization to an imple­

mentation organization. I n the fall of 

1999, NTI, working with Consili um and 

Tatigiit Consulting, began t o examine 

the way that Human Resources within 

the organization were structured and 

managed. NTI's objective was to clarify 

the roles and responsibilities of staff 

throughout the organization, with the 

ultimate goal of improving administrative 

efficiency and delivery of services to Inuit. 

The recommendations of the review 

were submitted by senior NTI staff 

and Executive members to the Board 

of Directors, and approved. Key 

recommendations that NTI will be 

implementing include:
